ORGANISATIONAL RULES
FOR THE ARENAS HOSTING EUROBASKET 2009
General rules

1. The present regulations are binding for the Sports and Entertainment Arenas in which the European Men's Basketball Championship-EuroBasket 2009 are to be held.

2. To enter the Arenas (during the event):

· spectators need a valid admission ticket

· staff co-organising the event needs identity cards issued by the organiser

· press, radio and TV reporters need identity cards issued by the event organiser

· honoured guests/VIPs etc. need invitations and identity cards issued by the event organiser

3. In accordance with point 2 of the present regulation every person entering the Arena is obliged to present his/her valid admission ticket or identity card  to the (policing) service.

4. The admission ticket for the events organised on the Arena's territory constitutes a kind of civil and legal contract concluded for the time of the event duration/for the duration of the event between the organiser and ticket purchaser –holder.  

5. The holder of the admission ticket has certain entitlements but also certain responsibilities which are listed further in the text. 

6. The holder of the ticket is obliged to comply with all the rules (Arena’s regulations) listed in the present document. 

Entitlements/Rights of the holder of a valid admission ticket :

7. The admission ticket holder is entitled/authorised to:

· take the seat specified on his/her ticket

· watch the sporting event 

· use those areas which the event organiser made available for the spectators

· eat in the places serving food in the Arenas – for a fee/ use the catering available in the Arenas against payment

· politely support the teams taking part in the competition

· use the cloak-room and toilets.

Admission ticket holder duties/responsibilities/obligations:

8. The purchaser-holder of a valid admission ticket is obliged to:

· Comply with the Arena's regulations, police, fire brigade, (policing) ser-vice and the announcer's dispositions

· use only the Arena's visibly marked/labelled entry and exit ways 

· use only the paths available for spectators/use only the traffic routes appointed for the spectators, take seats in the right section and present bag’s contents on the policing service demand

· behave politely and orderly on the Arena's territory

· retain the ticket till the end of the event, match/game.

9. The holder of a valid admission ticket as well as other event participants are not allowed to:

· enter and stay on the Arena's territory under the influence of alcohol, intoxicants or other remedy/medicine of similar effect/triggering similar effect,

· bring into the Arena any alcohol, drinks/beverages in glass bottles, hard objects, knives, petards, sirens/horns or other noise makers, fire works, glowing/shining balls, pyrotechnic materials, clubs, batons, sticks etc. that can be used as a weapon/violent tool, 

· bring things that can be used as a weapon 

· bring flags on wooden or metal poles longer than 1 meter.

· wear balaclavas (that prevent the policing service from identifying 
a person)

· smoke, drink and bring in and use inflammable, caustic, ill-smelling or dyeing substances 

· walk on the Arena's centre hall surface and enter rooms available / reserved only for  the use of players, performers and administration workers,

· use vulgar language, 

· use force/violence, 

· bring in any animals, 

· throw any objects/items on the Arena's central hall surface or stage, 

· litter. 

The organisers do not intend to store things confiscated on the entry to the Arena will not be stored/deposited. People intending to bring in such objects/items/things will not be allowed to enter the Arena.
 People disrupting the public order or not complying with the rules specified in the present document will be removed / expelled from the Arena regardless of weather a juridical proceeding is to be initiated.
